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Looking back in history 
to the time of the Civil War

Program Saturday, April 22, 2023

The April meeting of the Jefferson Township Historical Society will be on Saturday, April 22, 2023 at 10:00 am in the White Church building located in Eldersville on Fire Road across from the fire hall. GPS address is 11 Fire Road, Burgettstown, PA 15021.
Program Jefferson Township Historical Society joins with Fort Vance Historical Society for its program on April 15. The program will be looking back in history to the time of the Civil War. The long and bloody Civil War between the North and the South was fought 1861 to 1865.

Peggy Strain will lead a discussion on a very prominent family in the Eldersville area at the time of the Civil War. The Charles and Margaret Cassidy Scott family had two sons Cassidy and William who served in the Civil War. Their names are on our Veterans Memorial.
Enclosed is a picture of the large Scott family. There were eleven children born in this family. We encourage you to take time looking at this photo. Notice how neatly dressed all the men were wearing similar suits. On the picture Fannie Scott was the first born in 1836 and Oliver Scott standing directly behind her was the last child born in 1859.  The children are two to three years apart in age.
Debbie Vraninin will share Civil War letters written by two of the Scott brothers and more related information to war time in the files of the Fort Vance Historical Society.  You will have the opportunity to browse through two books on the Civil War. There is also a book on the Bethel Church Graveyard that will be available for you to look at. There will be many handouts that you can take home. 
We encourage audience participation at all our meeting so perhaps the photo of the Scott Family will make you want to look for photos in your family that have come down through the generations. If not photos, do you have other memorabilia to show us that has been handed down in your family?
