“Reminiscing about One Room Schoolhouses” will be the focus of the July program presented by our guest speaker Sandy Mansmann.  Not everyone will remember but some just may of what it was like to go to a one room schoolhouse.  You are going to have the opportunity to reminisce with Sandy who raised eight children in an 1832 farmhouse in Nottingham Township.  Sandy is a 45-year member of the Washington County History & Landmarks Foundation, presently serving as an unpaid coordinator.  She has prepared (and will be bringing copies) of a Brochure showing pictures and locations of eleven one room schoolhouses in Washington County.  None of the eleven schoolhouses are in Jefferson Township.  When Sandy learned that we have paintings by the late Joyce Takah of one room schoolhouses in Jefferson Township, she was interested in knowing the names and locations.  Sandy enjoys oil painting and pastels, mostly of local scenes and historic structures and is looking forward to seeing the late Joyce Takah’s paintings which we will have on display. Our meeting will be one of sharing historical information as we are reminiscing about one room schoolhouses.    Do you have information that you could share?
