The US Doughboy in WWI and WWII – a Living History Presentation.”  Join living historian Chris Sedlak and Jim DeAngelis of the Iron City Guards as they commemorate the 100th Anniversary of the US entrance into WWI with a physical comparison to the other great war 20 years later.  See the uniform, weapons and soldier’s gear that was used at home and at the front.  The Great War was a devastating event world-wide and is often over looked today; but it still effects world events.
In many ways, the end of WWI predicted the beginning of WWII.  Join Jim DeAngelis as they discuss the uniform, weapons and equipment that were used just 20 years later by the “greatest generation.”  This presentation is given by seasoned living historians in highly researched uniforms with some original equipment on display.
