Heritage Hall Update Heritage Hall, 493 Eldersville Road, Jefferson Township, was built in 1876 and purchased by the Historical Society in 1990. Over the past thirty years the Society has used the building for monthly meetings, to serve food during Christmas in the Village on the first floor and to house its Museum on the second floor. In 2012 Heritage Hall was awarded historic designation by the Washington County History & Landmarks. In 2014 there was a visual inspection of Heritage Hall by MR Structures, LLC with the recommendation of repairs needed that the Society could not afford. Also recommended was that there never be more than 10 people in the building at the same time. The Society had a contract for the removal/demolition of Heritage Hall.  Heritage Hall is now down.
